Young Couples (20’s)

Room 301A-B, Children’s Center
This newly formed young adult group
(started September 2009) targets young
couples (engaged, newly married, not-so-
newly-married) in their 20’s. The desire is to
provide an exciting place for these young
adults to experience Sunday School with
their peers and to provide Biblical wisdom
and insights for these young adults as they
begin their lives as married couples. Brian,
an attorney, and Mary Jane, editor/publisher
of Kids Life Magazine, have one daughter,
Farris (age 9). John, Director of Surgical

Room 309B&C, Children’s Center
In its fifth year, this class is primarily mar-
ried adults in their 30’s-40’s with children in
ages from preschool to high school. This
class strives to offer an inviting and loving
atmosphere for Bible study that provides
family fellowship and support for brothers
and sisters in Christ.
